1 Reason for Contribution

As stated in IMPS 1.3 ERELD, the IMPS 1.3 enabler is a significant enhancement of the IMPS 1.2 enabler. It includes many new features and other changes. In order to assist OMA members in identifying the changes between IMPS 1.2 and 1.3, the contribution provides a list of changes included mainly in IMPS 1.3 CSP specification.   
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution provides a detailed list of changes mainly to IMPS 1.3 CSP specification. Although the list provided is very detailed, the reader should not assume that it is complete and exhaustive. MWG IM is currently addressing IMPS 1.3 bug fixes; as a result it is expected to have a new revision of IMPS 1.3 specifications in 2H06. In addition, at the OMA Vancouver meeting held in April 2006, it was agreed to add emoticons into the CSP specification and to resubmit IMPS 1.3 candidate enabler with this addition for review and approval.
3 Detailed Proposal

· Complete list of changes in CSP:

· General changes (these are not mentioned explicitly below):

· Proper use of ‘MUST’, ‘SHOULD’, ‘MAY’, etc keywords.

· Proper referencing to other sections and specs.

· Use of offline vs. outband transactions.

· Typo corrections.

· Some error codes have been added/removed/reallocated.

· Missing/new error codes added to primitives.

· Added a sentence to each primitive indicating support requirement (mandatory, conditional or optional).

· Added to each major section a short description of minimum interoperability.

· Fixed term issues (e.g. UserID to User-ID, etc).

· Added Segment-Info to those primitive that might include long lists).

· Added notifications to signal changes to other clients of the same user (in order to avoid sync issues).

· Scope – rewritten.

· References – added missing/new references and updated some older ones.

· Definitions – added missing/new definitions and updated some older ones.

· Abbreviations – added missing/new abbreviations and updated some older ones.

· Introduction – rewritten.

· IMPS Session.

· Session management clarified (split up to sub-chapters: session context, re-establishing sessions, support for multiple sessions, direct application-to-application communication).

· Version management – wording changes.

· Addressing

· Resolved length issues by clarifying what is Used-ID and what it User-Part.

· Addressing introduction – clarifications and added FriendlyName.

· Generic address format – updated ABNF, ‘WV:’ schema is mandatory, allowed wildcard characters (only for access control!)

· Client addressing – added syntax, and now it is mandatory to support, removed MSISDN: only URIs.

· Application-ID added.

· Transaction management – added clarification on 1XX status codes, added a sentence clarifying that transaction IDs cannot be reused, changed description of multiple transactions.

· Routing – added description for client-server routing, added semantics and description of end-to-end message routing.

· Content for IM and presence – added content type support, security guidelines, content transcoding, content handling policies, content delivery.

· Added a list of emoticons and corresponding procedures in April 2006 to the candidate enabler.

· Fundamental primitives and transactions:

· Status primitive – added clarification when the Status primitive may replace the response primitive, added clarification on status code 501, 920, 921.

· PollingRequest Primitive – updated poll rule, clarified what server needs to send, clarified Transaction-ID (not present instead of empty).

· Version Discovery Transaction – replaced ‘version’ with ‘namespaces’.

· Logging in – rewritten the whole section clarifying what to include when (for both 2-way and 4-way logins), optimized login, added Application-ID and System Message response to request, added UserID and password to response.

· Added “Authentication based on authentic network information”.

· Added “Session recovery”.

· Added “Auto-registration”.

· Logging out and Disconnecting – added clarification with regards to session re-establishment, clarified Transaction-ID (not present instead of empty).

· Keep Alive – Added clarification on server assigning different timeouts for different sessions.

· Service and Capability Negotiation – clarified order of the two transactions after login, updated the service tree with the new/removed primitives, added a lot of settings to capability negotiation while removed or changed some and clarified the semantics of the existing capabilities as well, added description which elements should be negotiated when. The most important new capabilities are: AcceptedContentType, AcceptedPushLength, AcceptedPushLength, AcceptedTextContentLength, CIRSMSAddress, MultiTransPerMessage, OfflineETEMHandling, OnlineETEMHandling, PlainTextCharset, SessionPriority, SupportedOfflineBearer, UserSessionLimit).

· Added “Segmentation mechanism”.

· Common features

· Added “System message”.

· Added “General notification transactions”.

· Added “Public profile” and the necessary management functions.

· General search transactions – updated with possible restrictions on public profile availability and minimum age (both local server setting based on public profile and group setting), the result now has to include FriendlyName (if available), clarified group search elements, added possibility to server to notify the client about the supported search elements, added authorization rule on presence-based search, added advanced search mechanism.

· Invitations/Canceling invitations – generally a major rewording with clarifications, added mandatory Sender and Recipient elements to each primitive to get rid of stateful inspection, removed the possibility to invite using screen name (now User-ID is a must, and screen name can be added but optional), added application invitation, added ExtendConversation and ExtendGroup.

· Added “Get Map”.

· Presence Feature:

· Contact List Properties - added ‘DoNotNotify’ property.

· Create contact list transaction – made mandatory to return the properties of the newly created contact list (thus a dedicated response was added as well), added notification flags, added necessity to send notifications to other users.

· Delete contact list transaction – clarified how presence shall be un-subscribed, added necessity to send notifications to other users.

· Manage contact list transaction – added clarification how to fill NickName (when not given) from Public Profile, added necessity to send notifications to other users, added the possibility to authorize and grant the user in the same transaction.

· Added “Authorization of presence attributes” (this was part of F&F before), also added a lot of clarification, reactive authorization transactions are obsolete (can use proactive to achieve the same), added a few restrictions and notification usage as well.

· Create attribute list transaction – added server requirement for persistent storage of notification flags.

· Subscribe presence transaction – added clarification on using empty presence set when presence is not available, added clarification when to send the presence updates, subscription is for the subscribing client only, subscription for contact list has been changed.

· Unsubscribe presence transaction – contact list subscription has been changed.

· Presence notification/Get presence transaction/Update presence transaction – added requirement for content delivery.

· Get watcher list transaction – client can now limit the number of results.

· Removed “Reactive presence authorization transaction”. Proactive with notifications achieves the same.

· Enhanced “ClientInfo” presence attribute with new client capabilities, this particular attribute is mandatory to support now – it conveys all capabilities of a client.

· Enhanced client-related presence attributes with Client-IDs to distinguish attributes of different clients.

· Instant messaging feature:

· Major rewrite in almost all sections due to clarifications on routing, content limitation (and policies), Message-Info structure and the changed Message-URI usage – these changes are not mentioned explicitly below.

· Send message transaction – clarified where the server must reject a message and how.

· Set delivery method transaction – clarified usage for groups, added additional content size limitation for groups.

· Get list of messages transaction – the server will indicate now in the response when there are more messages waiting than it was requested.

· Added “Offline message notification”.

· Delivery status report transaction – clarification on success/failure reports.

· Forward message transaction – now forwarded messages will have a Message-ID (thus a specific response primitive has been added), added clarification about server actions.

· Added “Extend one-to-one IM conversation”.

· Access control transactions – clarified Contact-List-ID usage, Application-IDs can be used, clarified case insensitivity, clarified server actions.

· Block entity transaction – added requirement on persistency, permit usage of wildcard characters (with server limits), added examples.

· Group feature:

· Added group properties – MinimumAge, RequireInvitation.

· Join group feature – clarified when AutoJoin takes place.

· Join group transaction – screen name must be unique now (server to make one when non-unique), added restriction based on MinimumAge group property, clarification added on a user using multiple clients.

· Get joined users transaction - the users that the user is blocking must be indicated in a separate lists as well.

· Rejecting user(s) from group feature – clarification on server actions.

· Reject user(s) from group transaction – restricted the use of the same User-ID in the Add*/Remove lists in the same transaction.

· Group change notification – clarification on ShowID own property server actions, the users that the user is blocking must be indicated in a separate lists as well.

· Extension framework:

· Clarified usage and how to discover another client’s supported extensions.

· Added “Extending end-to-end messages”.

· Static conformance requirements

· Removed unnecessary tables, updated the existing ones with the new features, updated and cross-referenced all tables according to the OMA IOP process.

· Transport

· Minor clarifications

· Added offline notifications

· Added registered content type, WAP Push Application-ID and port numbers.

· Clarified session re-establishment

· High-level summary of other specification changes:

· Renamed some specifications

· CSP DTD to CSP XMLS

· CSP SMS to CSP PTS

· PA DTD to PA XMLS

· SSP Syntax to SSP XMLS.

· CLP specification is obsolete (no interest to update and maintain it).

· Features and functions document is obsolete (added to ARCH Appendix and CSP).

· Both CSP and SSP SCR documents are obsolete (added to the relevant specs).

· PA specification has been enhanced.

· MO specification added (to remotely manage client settings).

· ARCH/ERELD specifications updated.

· ETR specification added.

· SSP updated with the changes in CSP.
