5.11 Use Case: Multi mode platform for User at IMPS and SIMPLE 

5.11.1 Short Description

This use case describes how a user can get the common features in both IMPS System and SIMPLE Enabler. User that has two different clients (IMPS and SIMPLE clients on the same device or different devices) with both WV and SIP public URI’s can get the maximum seamless user experience from both platforms.

5.11.2 Actors

Jack.

Jack IMPS Client

Jack SIMPLE Client

Interworking Function to SIMPLE and IMPS 

5.11.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

Jack 

· Jack wants to open a client (IMPS Client and/or SIMPLE Client) and get the most up-to-date information. Than, after Jack update the information and values, Jack wants to switch from one client to other client (on the same device or different devices) with the most up-to-date information and platform support without the need to create all the updates and changes on the other platform (such as: same contact lists, same presence attributes, conversations, messages etc.).

Interworking Function to SIMPLE and IMPS 

· Wants to provide IMPS and SIMPLE features to Jack both on his SIMPLE and IMPS clients.

· Allow a migration from one technology to the other

· Jack will have a seamless user experience on both platforms.

5.11.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

Interworking Function to SIMPLE and IMPS 

· Provides service to Jack on his IMPS and SIMPLE clients.

· Support a common information and infrastructure.

· Allow mobility from one client to other client (on the same device or different devices) with a common platform and smooth service enabling.

Jack

· Allow Jack to switch from IMPS and/or SIMPLE clients to IMPS and/or SIMPLE.

· Jack will enjoy one common interface where Jack can create information in one client and use it in another client (for example: add user to contact list at IMPS and get it at his SIPMLE client). Furthermore, Jack can start some transactions in one client (IMPS Client and/or SIMPLE Client) and continue it in another client (IMPS Client and/or SIMPLE Client).

5.11.3 Pre-conditions

· Jack has two well known WV and SIP URI’s.

· Jack with his WV URI support on the Interworking Function.

· Jack with his SIP URI support on the Interworking Function.

· An Interworking Function entity has been deployed with SIMPLE and IMPS interfaces ,
5.11.4 Post-conditions

Jack’s IMPS and SIMPLE clients will be able to support IMPS and SIMPLE common data and information. 

5.11.5 Normal Flow

1. Jack Using his SIP client or IMPS client.
2.  Jack gets the information according to the client he used in step 1, for example, Jack uses his IMPS client and get his contacts lists and presence values from the Interworking Function

3.  Jack updates his information. For example, Jack add new users to his contacts lists and gets his presence values
4. Jack opens his other client (SIP client or IMPS client). This client is different from the client that Jack used as step 1.
5. The new client (from step 4) connects to the Interworking Function.
6. IWF performs protocol translation and interoperate Jack information from the Interworking Function.
7. IWF sends the most update information to Jack client (to client at step 4). The information that will be sent to Jack client can include (partial list):

a.  Jack contact-lists  

b.  Jack presence information

c.  Jack open conferences (such as chats)

8. The information from step 7 will be sent according to the Jack client (on step 4). In case SIMPLE the information will be sent using SIP and XCAP transactions and in case of IMPS the information will be sent using WV transactions.

5.11.6 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· The Interworking Function SHALL enable seamless user experience of the IMPS and/or SIMPLE regardless of the system providing Service by e.g. mapping of attributes to the appropriate protocols such as contact-list, presence attribute, conferences information etc.

· The Interworking Function will be able to distinguish between SIP/SIMPLE User requests to IMPS User request (in case of the same User).
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
