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1 Reason for Change

This contribution addresses comment I284. 
There are missing steps in the General procedure that would clarify how the Participating Function can act as a B2BUA.

The B2BUA means that the PF stores some values and generates new values that it can use to correlate different legs of sessions.

So for instance the PF acting as B2BUA must store the URI in the Contact Header received in the 200 OK of an INVITE for a session and generate a new value for the URI in Contact Header of the new INVITE it generates towards the client. 
When a the PF acting as a B2BUA receives an INVITE or a REFER with a “Replaces” header, it must also store the initial dialog id and create a new dialog id for the new leg and correlate the two dialog ids for the incoming and outgoing legs.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1.1.2 IM Session

6.1.1.2.1 General

Upon receiving from the served IM Client an initial SIP INVITE request or SIP REFER request that requires an initial SIP INVITE request to be sent, the Participating IM Function:

· 1. SHALL generate an initial SIP INVITE request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261];

· 2. SHALL store the allowed SIP methods if received in the Allow header;

· 3. SHOULD include an Allow header with all supported SIP methods;
· 4. SHALL verify if the Feature-tag ‘+g.oma.sip-im.large-message’ is received 
 a. If the ‘+g.oma.sip-im.large-message’ feature-tag is received the Participating Function SHALL proceed according to 6.1.1.4.1 “Receiving SIP Session request for Large Message Mode”   
- b. Otherwise, the Participating Function SHALL proceed according to 6.1.1.2.2 “Reception of an initial SIP INVITE request”
When sending a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP INVITE request and if the Participating Function is acting as a B2BUA the Participating Function:

· 1. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" response according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261];

· 2. SHALL include a Server header to indicate the IM release version as specified in Appendix F “Release version in User-agent and Server headers” if has not already been sent in a provisional response for this dialog;

· 3. SHOULD include an Allow header with all supported SIP methods;

· 4. SHALL include the Authenticated Originator’s IM Address received in the incoming SIP 200 “OK” response in the outgoing SIP 200 “OK” response.
· 5. SHALL include a SIP URI for the Contact header as follows:
· a) constructed such that the IM Server can resolve it back to the original SIP URI provided in the Contact header of the SIP 200 "OK" response by the Controlling IM Function;
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the Participating Function SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS Session mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.004] with the clarifications given in this section.
6.1.1.2.6 SIP REFER request

Upon receiving a SIP REFER request, the IM Server SHALL verify the destination of the REFER request contained in the Request-URI:
· 1. If the Request-URI is set to the Delete function: Delete@hostname SHALL determine if the request is to delete History files or Deferred messages:

· a) if the request is to delete Deferred messages, the IM server SHALL proceed according to ‎12.2.2.7 “IM Server Deleting Deferred Messages”

· b) If the request is to delete History files, the IM server SHALL proceed according to ‎13.2.5.2 “IM Server Deleting History Files”

· 2. If the Request-URI is set to the History function ( History@hostname), the IM server  SHALL forward the SIP REFER request towards the History as described in section ‎13.2.2.2 “Receiving SIP REFER”;

· 3. If the Request-URI is set to a IM Session Identity, the IM Server:

a) SHALL,  if the  Method is set to INVITE or there is no method specified, send the REFER request to the Controlling Function as described in section ‎7.2.1.7 “Adding Participants to an IM session request”. If the IM server acts as a B2BUA, include a dialog id that corresponds to the dialog id in the “Replaces” header of the incoming REFER
b) SHALL, if the method is set to BYE, send the REFER request to the Controlling Function as described in section ‎7.2.1.8 “SIP REFER BYE request received when using IM Group session”.
Note: Appendix P describes handling of the SIP REFER method.
Upon receiving a SIP final response to a SIP REFER request, the IM Server SHALL forward the SIP final response along the signaling path towards the initiating IM Client according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261].

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the IM Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.004] with the clarifications given in this section.
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
