The proposal is to CLOSE the above comments with further action on IM WG because of the following reasons: 
Specifications do not usually mandate what the device needs to prompt to the user. It is UI implementation issue.  Standards may provide recommendation like client may or should. This is the case here in CONRR 331 and 357
 

However, it is imperative that the error handling in the network is correctly and well defined so that a  client can understand error responses coming from the network to execute necessary further actions. 
In this respect further actions as a result of CONRR 357 and 331 is needed to improve error response handling so that accurate error information is delivered to the IM client to execute action at the UE. 
Therefore it had been proposed to adapt model used in OMA PoC 2.0 during Montreal Interim meeting and  action item assigned to Nokia to submit a CR in this regard.  Action item is pending
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
