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1 Reason for Contribution

The MEM Enabler required that the MEM settings are remotely configurable, i.e. an authorized principal should have the ability to access and modify the MEM specific parameters on the MEM enabled device.

The list of MEM specific parameters are discussed as part of contribution OMA-MEM-2008-0008-MEM_MO
This contribution provides a standardized MEM Management Object which would allow an authorized principal to provision the MEM Client.
