Reason for Change
Build on similar work taking place in IETF Lemonade Working group.  Specifically, there are IMAP and Sieve extensions, which are applicable.  The changes proposed in this Change Request are intended to provide better alignment between this technical specification and the work done under the aegis of Lemonade Working Group.
In Section 6 (Out-band notifications), the change requested for MEM to implement MEM-3 and MEM-4 by using the Sieve extensions proposed in document draft-ietf-sieve-notify, approved for publication.
In Section 6.1 (Email Event types), the change requested is to leverage IMAP NOTIFY (http://www.ietf.org/internet-drafts/draft-ietf-lemonade-imap-notify-05.txt.) for in-band notifications.
In Section 6.2 (Payload), the proposed change is to add message sender, recipients and message subject as mandatory parts of the payload.
In Section 6.3.2 (OMA SIP Push), the requested change is to model the IMAP SIP push after the mechanism described in draft-melnikov-sieve-notify-sip-message-01.txt.
In Section 6.4 (Notification preferences) , a handful of IMAP and Sieve extensions are being required to be  supported by OMA MEM Enabler.
In Section 13.1.1 (MEM Protocol), the first paragraph is modified to include Sieve in addition to IMAP and SMTP in the list of protocols MEM Enabler must support when based IETF Lemonade Profile is used by the enabler
Impact on Backward Compatibility
The changes proposed in this change request do not impact backward compatibility with previous versions of the Technical Specification.
Impact on Other Specifications
These changes do not impact other technical specification.

Detailed Change Proposal

Add the following text to section 6, Out-band notifications.  This text should go right after the 3rd paragraph.
It is worth noting that Out-band notifications can be implemented using Sieve notify extension (draft-ietf-sieve-notify, approved for publication).
Sieve filtering language [SIEVE] allows the user to control which messages are accepted, and where they are filed. Support for Sieve can be implemented in either MEM Server and/or in Email Server Mail Delivery Agent (see Figure 1)
Support for the following Sieve extensions is REQUIRED by the OMA MEM Enabler:
encoded-character [SIEVE], envelope [SIEVE], fileinto [SIEVE], comparator-i;unicode-casemap [SIEVE], VACATION [SIEVE-VACATION], ENOTIFY [SIEVE-NOTIFY], VARIABLES [SIEVE-VARIABLES], RELATIONAL [SIEVE-RELATIONAL] and IMAP4FLAGS [SIEVE-IMAP4FLAGS].

Add the following text at the end of section 6.1
For in-band notifications clients may consider using IMAP NOTIFY  as described in the document http://www.ietf.org/internet-drafts/draft-ietf-lemonade-imap-notify-05.txt.

Add the following text as the last bullet in setion 6.2, Payload.

Message sender, recipients and subject

Add the following text as the last bullet in setion 6.3.2, OMA SIP Push.

OMA SIP Push may be patterned after mechanisms described in Sieve Notification Mechanism: SIP MESSAGE (draft-melnikov-sieve-notify-sip-message-01.txt).

Add the following text as the last bullet in setion 6.3.2, OMA SIP Push.

OMA SIP Push may be patterned after mechanisms described in Sieve Notification Mechanism: SIP MESSAGE (draft-melnikov-sieve-notify-sip-message-01.txt).

Add the following text as the last bullet in setion 6.4, Notification Preferences.  The text should be added after paragraph #2 in the section.
Support for the following IMAP extensions is REQUIRED by the OMA MEM Enabler:  
· FILTERS (draft-melnikov-imapext-filters-03.txt) 
· METADATA-SERVER (draft-daboo-imap-annotatemore-12.txt). 
METADATA-SERVER SHOULD be used for storing notification preferences defined in this section.


Replace the entire first paragraph in section 13.1.1, MEM Protocol with the following text.

If the IETF Lemonade Profile bis is used, the MEM Protocol MUST be based on IMAP and SMTP and Sieve, as defined in [Lemonade Profile bis]. Lemonade Profile bis doesn't include some IMAP and Sieve extensions needed to satisfy [MEM RD], however the IETF Lemonade WG has defined some extensions that satisfy some [MEM RD] requirements not covered by Lemonade Profile Bis. The following IMAP and Sieve extensions in Lemonade Profile bis are REQUIRED by the OMA MEM Enabler.
