1 Reason for Change

WLAN/xG (2G or 3G), e.g. WiFi/GSM dual mode handset is widely used today. Thus, it is necessary to handle the situation that how to guarantee the consistent service behaviour for the users during the  ‘mode’ handover between WLAN and xG. From the MEM client side, mode handover refers to the underlying network transfer.
This change request proposes a solution for this situation.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Adds  a  new  13.1.4 section :MEM Continuity
13.1.4  MEM Continuity
This section specifies the MEM continuity procedures for Mode Handover (MH, automatically or manually) from the WLAN to xG and vice versa. 
If the MH occurs, the server MUST perform the basic flow as below:

· Setup another link by the  request of the client
· Receive a new session from the client via the  new link
· Find the record by the client ID in  the buffer of  all active clients
· In case  the record is found,  Send a response to the client 
· Graft the corresponding information of the client, for example, the IMAP state,  to the new link
· Communicate with the client base on the new link
· Disconnect the old link to the client
Suppose the MEM client is in use, the client MUST perform the basic flow as below in order to get the consistent service behaviour if MH is triggered:

· Re-setup a new link to the server on the target underlying network
· Request a new session to the server on the new link
· Receive the response of the new session from the server
· Communicate with the server base on the new link
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
