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1 Reason for Change

In order to achieve interoperability, the MMS Relay/Server must be able to adequately process MM belonging to the Content MM Content Domain.

XX Conformance Requirements to the MMS Relay/Server for Interoperability
(Normative)
MMS Relay/Server SHALL support the Content MM Content Domain as specified below:

1/ The MMS Relay/Server SHALL be able to forward any MM belonging to the Content MM Content Domain via the MMSR interface.

2/ The MMS Relay/Server SHALL be able to receive any MM belonging to the Content MM Content Domain via the MMSR interface.

If the MMS Relay/Server implements an interface according to the MM7 reference point defined in [TS23.140], then:

1/ the MMS Relay/Server SHALL be able to submit any MM belonging to the Content MM Content Domain via that interface;
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
