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1 Reason for Contribution

The background for this contribution is noted as follows:
· OMA has agreements with both 3GPP and 3GPP2 to support a transfer of the work on the upper layers of MMS systems from 3GPP/3GPP2 to OMA.  However, these agreements are pending successful resolution of IPR issues being addressed at the OMA BoD, 3GPP PCG, and 3GPP2 OP level.
· At the request of both 3GPP and 3GPP2, OMA has now revised their IPR policy with the expressed intent to support the transfer of MMS work and other work that may be desired for transfer in the future.

· OMA TP has also approved a gameplan for the MMS work transfer – LPTF Recommendations (OMA-TP-2004-0230R01).
This contribution recommends immediate initiation of initial planning and development actions to be completed in parallel with the on-going MMS v1.3 activities.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution recommends immediate initiation of the following activities:
· MMSG development approval of WI proposal for MMS v2.0 for submission to OMA TP
· MMSG development and approval of WISPR for MMS v2.0 for submission to OMA TP
· MMSG initiation of development of MMS v2.0 RD based on incorporation of 3GPP and 3GPP2 requirements into the MMS v1.3 RD
3 Detailed Proposal

This contribution proposes that MMS v2.0 requirements be developed as a 2-phase effort as supported by the LPTF Recommendations and indicated as follows:
· Develop the MMS v2.0 RD baseline based on incorporating all requirements from 3GPP and 3GPP2 using the MMS v1.3 RD as the basis for this effort.

· Adding new requirements once the baseline document (i.e., including the 3GPP and 3GPP2 requirements) has been completed.  New requirements that have been proposed in 3GPP2 but new proposals must be specifically discussed within MMSG:
· KDDI volunteers the services of Clif Barber for the following tasks:

· Development and maintenance of the MMS v2.0 WI proposal

· Development and maintenance of the MMS v2.0 WISPR

· Development and maintenance of the MMS v2.0 RD

4 Intellectual Property Rights
