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1 Overview

OMA MMSG has approved the “Content CMF MM Content Class” in the “Content MM Content Domain” within the MMS 1.3 Conformance Document.  OMA MMSG proposes that CMF can be used with OMA DRM, and further, that it can be used with Full DRM (as opposed to just Forward Lock).

2 Proposal

OMA MMSG notes that Full OMA DRM is now specified for use with other Content Classes within the MMS 1.3 Conformance Document, and suggests that CMF is also usable with Full OMA DRM.
