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1 Reason for Change

In section 9 in the OMA-MMS-Encapsulation specification a clarification, how to handle status codes and status text, was introduced. 

It seems that the statements which are made in this section are a little too vague, so that different implementation can lead to some unlikely user experience.

For example, it is stated in the Section 9 of the Encapsulation specification that “In cases when no appropriate status code is available or more detailed information is needed, the MMS Proxy-Relay MAY add a status text in X-Mms-Response-Text, X-Mms-Retrieve-Text or X- Mms-Status-Text”. Furthermore is specified, that “The MMS client SHOULD display the status text in those headers if it is present “.

But it is left fully open

· If a generic error code shall be included in case no appropriate error code is available

· To which degree the error text shall be related to the sent error code 

· When it is appropriate to include a additional error text

· In which language the error text shall be sent to the terminal

These circumstances may lead to a very bad user experience.

Example:

After sending a Message to the MMS Relay-Server the Relay-Server indicates in the status code that the Message is received properly. In addition the MMS Relay-Server sends a status text with the value “OK” (it is nowhere specified when or when not an additional error text shall be included). The result may be that the error code will be mapped internally in the terminal to a related text e.g. “Message successfully sent”. This text will be displayed to the user. Due to the fact that also the additional text SHOULD be display the result may look like as follows:

“Message successfully sent – OK”

9. Clarification of Status Codes and Status Text

This section gives more detail about the meaning of the different values that the X-Mms-Response-Status, X-Mms-Retrieve-Status, X-Mms-Status and X-Mms-Read-Status may have. 

For more information about transient and permanent errors, please see section 6.12.4.

If an error occurs which not covered by existing status code definitions a default Error code shall be send by the MMS Proxy-Relay. If additional information need to conveyed the MMS Proxy-Relay MAY add a status text in X-Mms-Response-Text, X-Mms-Retrieve-Text or X- Mms-Status-Text.
If an appropriate Error code is available but more detailed information is needed, the MMS Proxy-Relay MAY also add a status text in X-Mms-Response-Text, X-Mms-Retreive-Text or X- Mms-Status-Text. The error text which is added in this case shall be related to the error code sent by the MMS Proxy-Relay.
The MMS client SHOULD display the status text in those headers if it is present. 
If an error text is included by the MMS Proxy Relay the language of this message should be depending on the language information provided by the MMS Client in the Accept Header. 

The status code value SHALL be used to determine the behaviour of the terminal.
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
