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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution tries to fulfil the action item: [0216-09] Joaquin (Vodafone) took an action to investigate the need to address transcoding between MMS SMIL and PSS6 SMIL.

2 Summary of Contribution

Adaptation of PSS SMIL to MMS SMIL is a complex task since most of the PSS SMIL modules and attributes are not supported in MMS SMIL. Therefore, there is no possible to adapt each PSS SMIL element to an MMS SMIL element. 

There is always the possibility to adapt PSS SMIL slide presentations into an image. But unfortunately, this content adaptation, classified as Major, cannot guarantee that there will be not loss of quality or content. 

In the case of MMS 1.3 terminals content adaptation can be avoided by ensuring that the terminal support one of the MM Content Class defined in Content MM Content Domain in addition to the one in the Core MM Content Domain (mandatory). 

3 Detailed Proposal

PSS SMIL presentation has been defined as part of Content MM Content Domain. This implies that PSS SMIL will be used in the Content-to-Person scenario.

The introduction of “Re-submission mode” (optional) in OMA MMSG Conformance 1.3 document creates the possibility to introduce PSS SMIL presentations as part of the Person-to-Person service. However, none of the content classes within the Core Domain supports PSS SMIL. Therefore, we could have interoperability problems as some recipient terminals may not be able to render a PSS SMIL presentation contained in the re-submitted message.

These interoperability problems can be minimized as follow:

a) In MMS 1.3 terminals:

By supporting in addition to one Content Class from the Core MM Content Domain – which is mandatory – another Content Class from the MM Content Domain: Content Basic or Content Rich. 

b)  In legacy terminals (pre-MMS 1.3 terminals).

In this case the terminal will not be able to support a message, which contains a PSS SMIL presentation. 

The possible solutions for this case are:

· Do not deliver the MM to the recipient terminal.

· To provide a URL, which invite the user to view the message over an internet connection.

· Provide a Major Content Adaptation, i.e convert each PSS SMIL slide into a Image file.

For MMS 1.3 terminals: to support in addition to the mandatory MM Content Class from the Core MM Content Domain one MM Content Class from the Content MM Content Domain (Content Basic or Content Rich).

For legacy terminals (pre-MMS 1.3 specifications), there is no a suitable solution that can be recommended.
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
