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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution reflects in the fact that the current provisioning of MMS parameters is done via the OTA provisioning instead of Device Management.

MMS OTA provisioning parameters are defined in W4 OMA-MMS-W4-V1_3-20040930-D   document. This provisioning method is based in one-way protocol. The OTA Server can send SMS messages to the MMS Client to provision parameters but the client cannot confirm that the message has been received and the provisioning took place.

The aim of this contribution is to open for discussion the provisioning of MMS parameters via Device Management. This Device Management will ensure a more reliable and flexible way to support this provision.

Currently, W4 OMA-MMS-W4-V1_3-20040930-D document defines what parameters need to be provisioned for MMS 1.3.

The list of MMS parameters to provision is: (as listed in the above document).

· Application/APPID

· Application/Name

· Application/to-Proxy

· Application/To-NAPID

· Application/Addr

· Application/Creation Modes

· Application/Re-submission Modes (new)

For each of these parameters it is necessary to define: the level of occurrence, format, access types, etc; (to be aligned with OMA Device Management 1.2 specifications).

To introduce Device Management as a provisioning method for MMS 1.3.
