Introduces a requirement that will allow defining a negative testing in OMA MMS IOP. This test will be used for the GCF certification of MMS terminals. 

The aim of this requirement is to ensure that if a recipient terminal receives  content that is not supported by the recipient or corrupted, then the MMS Client will be able to handle this content.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.1 X.X General Interoperability requirements.

If the MMS Client receives an MM, which contains  corrupted content or content that is not supported by the terminal, then the MMS Client SHALL employ best effort in presenting the MM. l  The MMS Client SHOULD continue processing after unsupported or corrupted content is received.
Note that malformed content is a potential security issue. Precautions should be used to guard against buffer overflows and other potentially exploitable security vulnerabilities.
