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1 Reason for Contribution

In the Consistency Review document CONRR MMS V1_3-20050422 there are some editorial comments in the Conformance document about the use of “k” or “K” to express the message size of an MM. This contribution points a resolution to this question.

2 Summary of Contribution

Use capital “K” when referring to message size.

3 Detailed Proposal

1. Section 3.2 “Definitions” of the Conformance document contains a definition of Kilobyte:

 “Kilobyte.  One kilobyte equals 1024 bytes.”

2. Several publications and Internet sites have a reference about the use of “k” or “K” to express message size. There is a reference to this matter in ETSI, “Guide to Use of English in ETSI 2001-10”. In section, 13. Scientific units.

“This clause is not, strictly, peculiar to the English language, the rules being international in nature. However, they can be

usefully reiterated here. The following terms are sometimes wrongly rendered.

Note the correct capitalization. The only SI prefixes (in common use) which are capitalised are M for Mega, G for Giga,

and T for Tera. All others take lower case letters: note in particular k for kilo; a capital K is a prefix only used with bits

or bytes and means a multiple of 1024 (i.e. 210).”
In the CONF document message size is measured in kilobytes. Based on the information provided by the ETSI document (see above) we should use a capital “K” as a prefix for measuring MM message size, i.e. 300KB.
