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1 Reason for Contribution

Currently the MMS Encapsulation Specification defines the value for Expiry Time in the Notification.Ind as relative under the Table 3, Section 6.2.

Length of time the message will be available. The field has only one format, relative.


However there is no mentioning about an origin value to which the expiry time is relative.  Unless specified, the client implementation and thereby users will not have any clue with the value calculated by the MMS Proxy Relay.

This proposal intends to initiate the discussion, by listing out some of the possible solutions, and also seeks MMSG to provide an end to the issue pointed out. 

2 Summary of Contribution

The proposal lists out some of the possible solutions and also recommends the MMSG to put an end for the above issue.
3 Detailed Proposal

The proposal contains a list of possible options:

1. Expiry Time as Absolute:

Expiry Time encoding value can also indicate an absolute value, as in the case of Date-Time element in M-Retrieve.conf PDU, etc.,
2. Inclusion of Date-Time Element:

Notification.Ind request will also contain an element called Date-Time element, which specifies the reference for the actual calculation of the expiry time at the recipient MMS clients.

3. Implicitly assume a reference Date-Time:

In this case, the Notification.Ind PDU remains unchanged, but whereas the recipient MMS client and MMS Proxy Relay always assume a reference Date-Time. (Ex: SMS sent time or “In seconds from 1970-01-01, 00:00:00 GMT” or “In seconds from 2000-01-01,00:00:00GMT)
