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1 Overview

2 Proposal

OMA MWG-MMSG reviewed one by one the comments raised by 3GPP TSG-CT:

1. The reference to OMA DM has been added and referenced in sub section F.1.

2. The wording in the second sentence of the second bullet of sub clause F.1 has been changed to indicate that the UE was responsible for asking the end-user to approve the MMS provisioning settings.

3. The CR cover sheet has been modified:

a. The source to WG is just the source company

b. The reference to 3GPP 2 in the field dedicated to the “Other specs affected” has been withdrawn. 

4. The reference [90] MMS Management Object is now a stable specification.

These changes have been incorporated into the attached CR.
