B.1 Contact Invitation Flows
The S-CAB Client of S-CAB User A triggers the contact invitation to contacts by sending the contact invitation request to the CAB Sever of CAB User A.

This example flow describes the S-CAB User A to invite the S-CAB User B to subscribe the S-CAB User A’s Published Contact Card information based on the Contact Subscription through the reactive authorization as described in the [CAB TS] Appendix C.5.2 “CAB Client Subscribes to contact’s PCC through the reactive authorization”.

Step 1:
S-CAB Client of S-CAB User A sends the contact invitation request to invite the S-CAB User B to subscribe the S-CAB User A’s Published Contact Card information.
Step 2: 
S-CAB User Preferences Application Usage of S-CAB XDMS notifies the S-CAB Server of S-CAB User A about document changes.
Step 3: 
The S-CAB Server of  S-CAB User A updates the Access Permission document in the S-CAB User A’s PCC Application Usage to grant the S-CAB User B’s access to S-CAB User A’s the Published Contact Card
Step 4: 
The S-CAB Server of S-CAB User A sends an invitation request towards the S-CAB XDMS of S-CAB User B.
Step 5: 
The S-CAB XDMS of S-CAB User B notifies the S-CAB Client of S-CAB User B about the unauthorized invitation request.
Step 6: 
The S-CAB Client of S-CAB User B processes the received notification. E.g. the S-CAB User B authorizes S-CAB User A to accept his/her contact invitation similar to the mechanism of reactive authorization for Contact Subscription.
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
