Conclusion

This objective of this white paper is to identify developer requirements for a new category of OMA applications, specifically, mobile consumer networking (MNC) applications.  Mobile consumer networking applications allow a consumer’s mobile device and network connected consumer electronics (CE) devices and other network appliances (NA) within a consumer’s home (or perhaps elsewhere) to control and share media, events and other information.

This white paper has developed a collection of use cases and high-level requirements associated with these use cases.  The white paper uses these concepts since they are a common/accepted methodology of articulating the applications in OMA.  The white paper also provides a high level gap analysis, showing those OMA enablers/technologies that could potentially help developers create these kinds of applications.  The gap analysis also illustrates those enables/technologies that are currently missing from OMA.  While candidate elements of a solution to this problem exist, specific areas that require standard approaches include: Mobile Consumer Networking  Service Discover, Secure Transport for Mobile Consumer Networking Sessions, and Mobile Consumer Networking Session Management.  Elements of current OMA enablers should also play a role in the development of mobile consumer networking applications.

Thus, we conclude that developers of such applications need a standard implementation framework and specification  based on the results our gap analysis.  The white paper shows many use cases and requirements; however,  we also believe that  further development and analysis is needed in this area, so that use cases and  requirements are commensurate with OMA.

Finally, this white paper recommends that as a result of the work embodied here that either a new work item (or set of work items) are created.  Otherwise a Birds of a Feather should be convened to address how OMA can support the development of standard protocols for mobile consumer applications.
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
