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1 Reason for Change

This CR is to address the following issues that have been raised on the DM Bootstrap specification:

· In order to be bootstrapped successfully the DM client requires both DM account information and connectivity information. However the connectivity MO has been removed from DMSTDOBJ. A recommendation to use standardized connectivity MOs needs to be added to the DM Profile.

· DM bootstrap information needs to be encoded efficiently. TNDS objects are a more efficient representation for transferring DM bootstrap information to the DM client. It is particularly important that DM bootstrap information on SCs is stored efficiently. It is more efficient to store TNDS objects on the SC.

· RD Requirement 6.3.2 No. 1 is "The Smart Card SHALL be capable of storing Management Objects (e.g., network address(es)). (Use Case 5.1.3)" This requirement can be met by adding support for TNDS objects to the DM Profile. This change would also have the advantage that it would support requirements from other standardisation bodies to store MOs on the SC.

No impact – applies to DM V1.2 only.
