	Device Management Server
	A Device Management Server is an entity integrated into a Device Management System that focuses on communicating with a Device and/or other Device Management Server(s) in order to provide management services, interacting with other Device Management System components, e.g. background systems enabling Provisioning Mechanisms.

	Network Device Management Server
	A Device Management Server within a Device Management System that is under administration of a Network Management Authority

	Enterprise Device Management Server
	A Device Management Server within a Device Management System that is under administration of an Enterprise Management Authority.

	PC Agent
	Application running on a PC or PC-like device in User's proximity, not the Device itself, that facilitates Device Management functionality, and which MAY involve a logical association with a Device Management System.


The changes include the introduction of the term “Device Management Server” recursively defines the terms “Network” and “Enterprise” Device Management Server pointing back to the definition. And it corrects the usage of the abbreviation “DMS” which is not defined in the section, but in section 3.3, with the term “Device Management Server”.
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
