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1 Overview

Dear OMA MWG-MMSG:

OMA DM is planning to respond to the Liaison Statement OMA-DM-2005-0095-LS-on-Service-Parameters-management sent from 3GPP-CT6 to the OMA-DM WG (CT6 was formerly the T3 group).

The OMA-DM WG believes that the response to this LS should include some feedback from the MMSG on MMS provisioning. MMSG will know that there are a number of methods to provision MMS on a device. The methods defined by 3GPP and OMA to provision MMS using a Smart Card, include:

· 3GPP file system: Storing MMS parameters in a TLV-format. This method includes 4 files. Only 1 of these files remains under the full control of the Card Issuer. The Device and the End-User can also modify the other 2. 

· OMA (PKCS#15) file system: Also storing MMS parameters in WBXML format

· OMA-CP enabler includes 3 files. Only 1 of these files remains under the full control of the Card Issuer. The Device and the End-User can also modify the other 2.

· OMA-DM enabler includes 1 file. Only the Card Issuer can modify this file.

Discussions among the DM WG members raised the question about a possible conflict with overlapped parameters between the 3GPP file system and the OMA (PCKS#15) file system. In order to produce a complete response to 3GPP-CT6 WG, the DM WG asks to MMSG the following question:

· Is there any situation in which different sources of MMS parameters could result in:

· End-User not being able to use MMS?

· End-User not able to use MMS after insertion of the Smart Card into a device?

The attached document (OMA-DM-2005-0165-Support-for-the-Answer-to-Service-Parameters-Management) shows the case where both file systems are present in the Smart Card. The DM WG noted this document.
2 Proposal

OMA DM WG intends to send an LS response to 3GPP-CT6 group including input from MMSG.

OMA DM WG request to MMSG 

1) To answer the following questions:

2) To inform the DM WG whether or not a joint meeting to discuss MMS provisioning would be beneficial.
