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1 Reason for Change

Current specification defines the alert type as: “The content information for this element type SHOULD be a URN or a registered MIME content-type.” The example we have in the spec is “x-oma-application:syncml.samplealert”. 

When someone creates a management object the identifier for that management object is using the reverse domain name including versioning number (TND 7.7.7.2). With that it is possible to guarantee a unique name independent on if it is registered in OMNA.
Current DM specification is specified so we don’t have any interoperability problem with that definition but we have the following drawbacks:

· Management objects that is using alerts must register the alert type to guarantee that the type name is unique. 

· Alert types as defined in FUMO is incorrect (“org.openmobilealliance.dm.firmwareupdate.download”), it is missing the namespace identifier. The different management object specifications should not need to specify namespace identifiers.

The usage of reverse domain name identifier has a benefit regarding it will make it possible to guarantee unique names without to register it. Since we already have that for the management object identifier it is a benefit to also have that for the alert type.

This CR propose:

· That the alert type MUST be of type URN, including MIME types also

· Usage of “Content-Type” as namespace identifier for MIME-types

· A definition of the namespace identifier for reverse domain name identifiers

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None, since there are no released specifications that are using alert types yet and the namespace identifier was missing the current specification.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

None.

8.7.1.6 Type

The Type element MUST be specified and specifies the media type of the content information in the Data element. The content information for this element type MUST be a URN. If it is a MIME-type, then it MUST use “Content-Type” as namespace identifier and the content SHOULD be a registered MIME content-type. If it is a reverse domain name then the namespace identifier “Reversed-Domain-Name” MUST be specified. No other namespace identifiers than these two are allowed. The ABNF syntax for the content of reverse domain name MUST be:

<URN> ::= <domain> [/<name>]*

<domain> ::= “reversed domain name”

<name> ::= alphanum
Notes:

1. For simplicity and portability, each name element is currently restricted to alphanumeric characters.  (Alphanum is defined in [RFC2396].)

Example of two valid alert types:

· “Content-Type: application/samplealert”

· “Reversed-Domain-Name: org.openmobilealliance.dm.firmwareupdate.download” 
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
