1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):
The primary objective of Device Management Working Group is to specify protocols and mechanism for managing distributed, mobile wireless devices, in order to enhance a subscriber’s experience and reduce network operating costs. To facilitate the management of the device capability components, this work item will introduce Device Capability MO. 

The device capability components are the capability which mainly base on the hardware, such as camera, IR, USB etc.   
The overall goal of the WI is to enable Management Authorities (e.g. Operators, Device Manufacturers, Enterprises and Service Providers) to remotely manage device capability components, through creating MOs of device capability components. The management operations include enable, disable, configure, etc.
Based on these, it is proposed that the work item must address the following areas:
1) Configure settings of device capability components: Enable the management authority to configure settings of the capability component.
2) Manage the device capability components:  Enable the management authority to remotely enable or disable the capability component.
3) Query the state of device capability components: Enable the management authority to query the real-time state of the capability component.

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Service Impacts:

The work defined in this work item will provide enhanced Device Management services to the Device Management 1.2 Enabler Release. It will allow the remote configuration and management of device capability components using the DM protocol already defined by OMA in conjunction with Device Capability Management Object.
