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1 Reason for Change

The current Provisioning Content spec references WINA and procedures for assignment of APPID in application characteristics that are no longer supported in Open Mobile Naming Authority (OMNA) and should be removed.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

APPIDs previously allocated using the former procedures will be supported as legacy items.  New values will be allocated by procedures in OMNA.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

I am not aware that the value creation or name models for APPIDs is addressed explicitly in any other spec.  Other specs may reference the ProvCont doc and mention that it defines these.  Those references would not be technically correct if this change is accepted but the ProvCont will describe the means by which a name is allocated.
For specs that reference or utilize assigned APPID values – these values should not be changing unless they provide values in anticipation and were never formally registered in WINA or OMNA.  These specs would need to be revised as the values anticipated may not be correct upon actual formal registration.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

DM WG is encouraged to address the issue of disconnect between the descriptions in the current ProvCont spec and the assignment schemes available in OMNA, this CR addressing just one specific case.  There are many other references to WINA in this spec.  They reference other items previously maintained in WINA and it is not clear all such items are available in OMNA today.
This change request, if accepted, would likely entail a corrective adjustment to the CP v1.1 candidate.  This may expose it to other considerations of present day situation.

Parameters for APPLICATION characteristics

The APPLICATION characteristic provides parameters that a WAP client needs to access a particular application service access point. This may be, for example, a particular MMS Proxy-Relay or some e-mail server. The APPLICATION characteristic is linked to proxy and network access point definitions that are appropriate in the case of this particular application service point. Note that the parameters listed below are described in the scope of this particular characteristic.

If this characteristic is supported the WAP client MUST support the parameters APPID, PROVIDER‑ID and ADDR, as well as inclusion of APPADDR characteristics.

Names and values of parameters
APPID

The APPID identifies the type of the application service available at the described application service access point. The value is expected to be globally unique.  The value is assigned and registered with Open Mobile Naming Authority (OMNA).  Details on available names and older registrations are available on OMNA [OMNA] site.
