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1 Reason for Change

This CR aims to solve a bug existing in DM Bootstrap OMA-TS-DM-Bootstrap-V1_2-20050615-C regarding the Type element for DMDDF DTD

At the OMA-TS-DM-DDF-V1_2-20050607-C we can see that the DFType and the Type property should differentiate its content type uniquely by the MIME or the DDFName Tag ID in a document.  This is given in the DMDDF DTD as 

<!ELEMENT DFType (MIME+ | DDFName)>
<!ELEMENT Type (MIME | DDFName)>
And the DDFName tag above will have the actual MOI data, while the MIME tag would contain the MIME data

. Now in the TNDS specifications, there is an example of an E-mail MO, in this example, the Type tag in the example doesn’t contain the intermediate tag (MIME|DDFName)… as specified in the OMA-TS-DM-DDF-V1_2-20050607-C. 

The need of this tags can be found at the TND specifications. In section 9.4.2.7:

”Type

Usage: Specifies support for the Type property. MAY be used to specify a default value for the property.

Parent Elements: RTProperties
Restrictions: For leaf nodes, if a default value is specified for the described node, the Type property MUST be used to specify the correct MIME type of the node’s present value using a single MIME element.  For interior nodes a DDFName element MUST be present and specify a valid management object identifier, which MAY be empty.

Content Model: (MIME | DDFName)”

There are also some examples of the DDFName usage at the STdObj TS.
