TR-069 defines a CPE WAN-based Management Protocol (CWMP), an XML-based protocol for managing Customer Premises Equipment (CPE) used for delivering services on a home network.  It is device and network access agnostic and is intended for communication between a CPE and Auto-Configuration Server (ACS).  CWMP defines a mechanism that encompasses secure auto-configuration of a CPE, and also incorporates other CPE management functions into a common framework, including the following primary capabilities:

• Auto-configuration and dynamic service provisioning

• Software/firmware image management

• Status and performance monitoring

• Diagnostics

Other public specifications define the data models for specific managed devices, including Internet Gateway Devices, VoIP devices, IP video devices, and devices delivering storage services.

The following diagram illustrates the position of CWMP within the network management plane.

We understand that the Open Mobile Alliance has also undertaken work related to the remote management of mobile devices.  As Fixed Mobile Convergence and “quad play” services become more prevalent, the domains of managed mobile services and managed home networking services may begin to overlap.  We feel it would be beneficial for our two working groups to share information related to the management capabilities for “quad play services.”

We would like to request that the OMA provide us information related to the OMA DM protocol as well as proposed future enhancements for the management of mobile and/or converged devices.  We would further propose that our two groups begin discussions on how our work could co-exist or align in the future as well as management best practices for converged environments.
