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1 Reason for Change

In the OMA DM 1.2 Protocol specification, section 8, paragraph 3, the wording of challenge is apparently not clear enough. This has lead some server implementations to misinterpretation. This CR proposes to clarify the wording of that paragraph without changing the meaning or functionality of the Approved enabler release.

In OMA-TS-DM_Protocol specification section 8, paragraph 3, the changed word is highlighted below.

8. OMA DM Protocol packages
…..
During the management phase when a package from server to client does not contain management operations or a Chal element, the client will create a package containing only Status for SyncHdr as a response to the package received from server. In this case the entire response package MUST NOT be sent and the protocol ends. A server MUST send response packages to all client packages.
