5.1 Configuration Maintenance/Management
5.1.1 Migration form Old Device to New Device

A User purchases a new device and wants to import the data from the old device to the new device.

5.1.1.1 Actors 

· User  

· Management Authority  

· Old Device  

· New Device
· The back-up application program
· The set-up application program
5.1.1.2 Pre-Conditions

· User may be a Subscriber and has purchased a server contract with the Network Operator.
· The data to migrate MAY contains device specific data.
· Both Old and New Device are capable of interfacing with the Device Management system.
5.1.1.3 Post-Conditions

· The configuration data is migrated from Old Device to New Device. 
5.1.1.4 Normal Flow

1. User requests the Management Authority (MA) to recover data from Old Device.
2. MA server remotely invoke back-up app on the Old Device.
3. Old Device starts the back-up application program.
4. Back-up application uploads data to server/remote location.
5. User requests MA to restore data to New Device
6. MA downloads data to the New Device.
7. MA controls Server remotely configure the New Device with the Old Device data.
8. Migration completes.

6. Requirements
6.1 System Elements

6.1.1 Device

1. The Device SHALL support the ability to invoke an application remotely.

2. The Device SHALL support the reporting of success or failure to the remotely invoke request.

3. The invoked Device application SHALL be able to upload the data to a remote location.

4. The Device SHALL be able to download the remotely stored data.

6.1.2 Overall Device Management Server

1. The Device Management Server SHALL be able to invoke an application on a device remotely.
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
