It is recommended to agree the detailed proposal and incorporate it into the latest DM 1.3 RD.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  The last sentence in the “Bootstrap” bullet is misleading, as it makes no difference between the three methods of bootstrap and the data format of the different profiles. It is recommended to erase that line as anyway the details will be covered by the DM Bootstrap specification.

4.  Introduction
(Informative)

OMA Device Management consists of two stages:

· Stage One - Bootstrap 

Bootstrap can move a device from an un-provisioned, empty state, to a state where it is able to initiate a management session to a DM server. DM clients that have already been bootstrapped can be further bootstrapped to enable the device to initiate a management session to new DM servers.  In addition to basic connectivity information, device and User Application settings can also be configured during the bootstrap process.  


· Stage Two – Continous Provisioning and Management
Continuous provisioning and management is the process by which the device is provisioned, via the OMA DM server, with further information or management after the device is bootstrapped. 

Change 2:  The figure #1 includes, on the left side, some text with an asterisk (“*”) giving the impression that a footnote is available below the image. It is recommended to edit that text to avoid unnecessary confusion on readers.

Currently, DM technology allows a device to present the information stored on the device to an external server, in case the external server has sufficient rights to do this. This can be seen in the following picture:

At the left side of the picture we can find the device, with its internal resources. The device presents part of this information to the server that is on the right part. The way to do this is through Management Objects at the DM Tree.

Change 3:  The last paragraph contains a phrase that needs to be reworded to actually have a meaning. It is recommended to build on the top of DM 1.2 as suggested below:

Along with the emergence of advanced Devices and new services, the device management framework already defined in DM 1.2 may need to be enhanced to address more market needs. The objective of this document is to collect corresponding use cases to develop a set of enhanced or new functional requirements for the management of a Device.
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
