6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Section 6.1, Modularisation









Bootstrap: this functional module supports the process of installing parameters and/or applications on a Device to establish a given service for the first time, or for the purposes of resetting a Device to initial settings.This is a mandatory functional module.
Notification: this functional module provides for out-of-band notification from a Server to a Device, indicating that a session is desired. This is a mandatory functional module.
Authentication: this functional module provides secure management sessions between a Server and a Device. This is a mandatory functional module.
Transports: this functional module supports multiple transports for communication between a Server and a Device. This is a mandatory functional module.
Some requirements are intended to affect all the functional modules, and therefore are marked in the functional module column of the requirement's table as “General”.
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
