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1. Introduction
CableLabs received a liaison statement from the OMA Device Management WG indicating the intention to create a new major version of the Device Management enabler, along with a request for feedback. This document contains our response, as requested.
2. Response

CableLabs appreciates the liaison statement and the intent to create a new major release of the Device Management (DM) enabler to address converged and multi-mode devices. As you may recall, CableLabs previously requested that the DM enabler address requirements such as data model extensions for converged devices and the support for clients behind NATs and Firewalls. CableLabs participated in, and presented some of these requirements to the DM WG and at the CDM BoF in Oct 2007. Please reference the attachment titled "OMA-CDM-2007-0030R01-INP_Data_Model_Enhancements" for more information. This contribution summarizes our previous thoughts and recommended enhancements for the configuration and management of converged devices and applications. 

CableLabs has since issued the PacketCable 2.0 UE Provisioning Specifications (http://www.packetcable.com/specifications/specifications20.html), based on OMA DM 1.2, with a reduced scope. No further feature enhancements are being currently considered to maintain a stable set of specifications and to allow for potential vendor implementations and Operator deployments. Given this, CableLabs does not have any additional feedback at this point in time. This may change, as we see implementations and deployments, or if we receive Operator requests for additional features. In the meantime, we feel that our previous proposals are still valuable for DM 2.0. Additionally, vendors who participate in OMA and CableLabs' activities can ensure that DM 2.0 requirements adequately address current and planned devices within CableLabs efforts. 
CableLabs would also request the OMA DM WG to consider backwards-compatibility of the planned DM 2.0 efforts with DM 1.2 to reduce impact to current implementations and deployments.

3. Summary

CableLabs thanks the DM WG for the opportunity to participate in the requirements gathering and technical specifications for DM 2.0. While we do not have any new contributions or feedback in this regard, at this point in time, we encourage the DM WG to consider our previous feedback and additional thoughts presented in this document. 
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
