Subject: New Version of the Device Management Enabler
We would like to thank the Open Mobile Alliance Device Management Working Group for its liaison informing us on your new work on a new version of the OMA DM 2.0.  We have a few questions arising from your liaison:
1. In your definition of “converged devices,” you use the phrase “support one or more bearer technologies for services that can be consumed using one or more of those bearer technologies.”  What is included in your definition of one or more “bearer technologies?”  Do you mean multiple wireless technologies?  Or do you mean fixed/mobile convergence?  Or do you have an even broader concept?
2. Is a new major version of the DM enabler considered to be non-backwards compatible?
3. What do you see as the relationship between a new major version and support of “converged devices?”  Do you see specific DM protocol requirements arising out of the support of multi-mode devices?

The BroadbandHome Working Group has a couple items related to Fixed-Mobile Convergence.  WT-196 defines the data model for a TR-069 enabled Femtocell Access Point (FAP).  We have collaborated in the past with WiMAX Forum on the definition of a data model for a TR-069 enabled WiMAX devices.  We are also considering the Fixed-Mobile Convergence and IMS requirements for a residential gateway in the context of TR-124: Residential Gateway Requirements Issue 2.
The CWMP protocol as defined in TR-069 is an IP-based management protocol agnostic to the network medium.

We would potentially be interested in the proposed workshop on device management.  Robin Mersh, COO of The Broadband Forum, is the correct entity with whom to engage regarding logistics, structure, and any IPR-related regulations.
We look forward to future collaboration on this topic.  Our next meeting is in Valencia, Spain, May 18-22.
