Peter Thompson (Qualcomm) made two alternate proposals pertaining to minimum cipher suites for HTTP (OMA-DM-DM13-2009-0052 and OMA-DM-DM13-2009-0057).  The WG considered both these proposals together and opted for the latter.

Peter C. Thompson, on behalf of Qualcomm, presented this contribution
Comments
Peter Thompson (Qualcomm) made two alternate proposals pertaining to minimum cipher suites for HTTP (OMA-DM-DM13-2009-0052 and OMA-DM-DM13-2009-0057).  The WG considered both these proposals together and opted for the latter.
The DM WG made online updates to the verbiage of the CR for R01 for to clearly spell out all the requirements.
Shingo Fujimoto (Fujitsu) felt that a corresponding requirement should be relaxed to allow vendors choosing more cipher suites which meets the requirement. An action item was assigned to him to come up with that CR.
As an aside, Tehyun Kim (LG Electronics) was not sure why this requirement was being proposed in the first place.  However, no other delegate questioned the need for this requirement.

Some of the delegates claimed that the scenario described in the CR can be intentional (e.g. in the case of delegation).  It was also claimed that this change will alter current ACL functionality in a big way.  Peter Thompson (Qualcomm) did not see any interoperability issues that this CR was trying to address and he had some reservations against this CR.  The Chair recommended offline discussion between Xinmiao and Peter to sort this issue out.

Xinmiao Chang, on behalf of Huawei, presented this contribution
Comments
Kong Posh (Samsung) referred the group’s attention to an email he had sent out on this topic previously.  The Huawei delegates felt that Kong Posh’s understanding was not consistent with the TND spec.  They emphasized that the intention of this CR was to reduce unnecessary interaction between the client and the server.

Some of the delegates were concerned that the proposed change would allow a Server with Replace access on an interior node to change the ACL of any node in its subtree “at will”, without regard to the ACL settings of the intermediate nodes.  In some instances the delegated Management Authority will have absolutely no clue that something has changed in the DM subtree.

There seemed to be some philosophical disagreement on what overriding of the ACL of an interior node really meant.  For example Kong Posh felt that if the ACL is overridden at a node, the ACL settings for the ancestor nodes of the node in question should not have any impact on the ACL settings of the node in question or its sub-nodes.

The Chair recommended offline discussions between Xinmiao and others in order to find a way forward.

Comments
There was general agreement on this CR.  Amir suggested slightly better verbiage for the CR, which was Agreed in R01.  Svante pointed out that this CR has an impact on REPRO and as such Section 3 of the CR (“Impact on Other Specifications”) needs to be updated.  
Tehyun Kim (LG Electronics) felt that the proposed solution has an impact on backward compatibility.  He identified a scenario involving a DM 1.3 Client and DM 1.2 Server in which case the Server receives an unrecognized response (Status Code 201 ---- OK with inherited ACL).  This led to a discussion on what backward compatibility really means in the context of DM 1.3.  Shahid (InnoPath) claimed that the DM Server will always support multiple DM protocol versions and so the scenario involving a lower Server version and a higher Client version is unrealistic. 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Board Resolution concerning the OMA Process



This resolution has been developed by the Fast Track Task Force, established by the Board on 18 May 2009 and presented to the Board for approval on 20 July 2009. 



The Board of the Open Mobile Alliance has discussed the market relevance and time to market of OMA deliverables. As a result of these discussions the Board has decided upon the following objectives for changes to the OMA process.


The Process would embrace significant change and would aim to meet targets



1. Average time to complete a release from the start of work reduced by 50%



2. Enforce definition of clear objectives and deliverables at time of WID development



3. Shorter and simpler process to improve accessibility and understanding by members (eg):



a. Significantly reduced number of non-deliverable documents



b. Significantly reduced number of process steps and fewer reviews



4. Encourage a culture of progress in a timely manner



a. Consensus is the initial goal



b. Empower leaders to take decisions instead of using the process to police the OMA activities



c. Improve voting and proactive decision making to eliminate minority blocking and delay



5. Decouple IOP from the normal process of specification publication*


In addition the Board has determined a number of specific requirements for the OMA process. TP is required to adapt the existing process to incorporate these and to report to the Board with a plan and time schedule for the required process changes to be implemented.



OMA Board requirements for process changes are as follows:


1. avoid editorial debate in meetings 


2. encourage use of expert drafting groups between meetings


3. enhance lightweight development procedures for a fast track approach to specification development


4. skip formal RD and AD review process for the fast track process


5. single document possible (RD,AD,TS)


6. restrict enabler scope to WID 


7. avoid single blocking objection 



8. change voting rules to ensure that a decision can be made


9. add end-end service aspects to RD template 


Additional clarification of these requirements is available in related Board documents, OMA-BOD-FT-2009-0013, -0014R01, and -0015R01 which are available to the TP Chair and can be distributed further as needed.


In addition the Board is also considering proposals concerning the specification release cycle, such as yearly releases. Further requirements for TP may be determined as a result of this.



* Note: currently none of the 9 requirements defined above directly address objective 5.
