Full Delegation  

Delegating Management Authority relinquishes management control completely while the delegation relationship is in effect.  For example, if Management Authority MA1 delegates to Management Authority MA2, then MA1 cannot manage what has been delegated to MA2.

Shared Delegation  

Delegating Management Authority shares management control with the delegated Management Authority while the delegation relationship is in effect.  For example, if Management Authority MA1 delegates to Management Authority MA2, then MA1 can continue to manage what has been delegated to MA2.
Sub-delegation  

Process by which a delegated Management Authority assumes the role of a delegating Management Authority and delegates management control, either wholly or in part, to a third Management Authority.

Delegation

A process by which one Management Authority delegates management control to another MA. This state remains in effect until the delegating MA revokes all delegation privileges given to the delegated MA and resumes full control.
Device Management Authority  

Any legal entity authorized, either directly or through delegation, to perform management operations on a Device using the OMA Device Management protocol through a set of Management Objects
Device Management Server (DM Server)
An abstract software component in a deployed Device Management infrastructure that conforms to the OMA Device Management Enabler static conformance requirements specified for DM Servers. It serves as an end-point of the DM Client-Server Protocols. 

Device Management Client (DM Client)
An abstract software component in a Device implementation that conforms to the OMA Device Management Enabler static conformance requirements specified for DM Clients. It servers as an end-point of the DM Client-Server Protocols.

Device Management System
A collection of Device Management Clients, Device Management Servers and Device Management Authority facilities, operating together according to the [DM1.3AD].
