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1 Overview

This liaison statement is in response to the LS from 3GPP RAN2 contained in OMA-DM-2009-0157-ILS_from_3GPP_RAN_on_Minimization_of_drive_tests_for_E_UTRAN_and_UTRAN.zip
2 Proposal

The OMA Device Management Working Group would like to thank you for the liaison letter informing the status of the MDT work item from Plenary #46. 
OMA DM WG would like to inform RAN2 about the status of the Diagnostics and Monitoring proposal RF metrics for 3GPP Devices contained in the document OMA-DM-Diag-2009-0035R01-CR_RF_Metrics_for_3GPP_Devices.doc, that was sent to 3GPP for review along with the previous LS contained in OMA-DM-2009-0089-INP_LS_to_3GPP_RAN_on_RF_Metrics. OMA DM WG could not agree on the proposal due to lack of clear information about any overlap of activity with 3GPP, as the minimization of drive test was only a study item in 3GPP at that time.  
Based on the current feedback from 3GPP about the approval of the Control Plane MDT WID in RAN Plenary #46, OMA DM WG would like to send a revised version of the DiagMon RF metrics proposal for customer care based on user plane architecture, which is attached as OMA-DM-Diag-2009-0035R04-CR_RF_Metrics_for_3GPP_Devices.doc, for your review and feedback. The customer care use cases are included in the same document. 
OMA DM WG would like to ensure that there is no overlap of activities between the two SDOs and that both SDOs can continue to collaborate in defining the MO based on 3GPP defined measurement objects or parameters. OMA DM WG understands from the approved MDT WID that these measurement objects can be provided to OMA DM WG before the final release of MDT specification, which is December 2010. OMA DM WG would like to know a timeline for this, towards timely release of the DiagMon MO specification.  OMA DM WG would also like to ensure that the management objects in the attached proposal are consistent with existing 3GPP specifications. 
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA DM would like to kindly ask 3GPP RAN2 to review the use cases and management objects proposed in the in the attached document and provide feedback on the following:

1. Any overlap of the user plane customer care use cases described in the attached document with ongoing work in 3GPP?

2. A timeline for the availability of the measurement objects which OMA DM WG can reuse for defining the DiagMon MO for  the management object for the user plane use cases described in the attached proposal? 

3. Whether the management objects or parameters described in the proposal are consistent with existing 3GPP specifications and they are sufficient and usable for the user plane customer care use cases?

4. Any comments or advise on the contents of the attached proposal and synergy between 3GPP and OMA activities this area, based on existing 3GPP standards and the new control plane MDT standardization in progress.
