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1 Reason for Contribution

· Currently the AppID node in the DMAcc MO is Optional and it has a fixed value i.e. “w7”
· Legacy reasons

· There is a need in GwMO for the End Device to distinguish between the DM Server and the DM Gateway

· One of the proposals on the table is to use the value of the AppID node to make this distinction between the DM Gateway and the DM Server

· Fully backward compatible

· Does not introduce DM Gateway awareness in DM 1.3
· The proposed solution to the GwMO issue requires bringing the value of the AppID node under OMNA control

· Once a registry is created, it paves the way for future enablers to distinguish their specialized DM Servers from the vanilla DM Server.
2 Summary of Contribution

A new OMNA registry is created.  The value of the AppID node in DMAcc is restricted to values in the new OMNA registry.  The default value, in the registry, is “w7”, which is the hard-coded value for this node, as per DM 1.x.  This makes it backward compatible.  However, other enablers are allowed to register their own values with the new registry.
