6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.1 Content Guidance.

When creating a MO, the creators should take into account that the aim is to have a standardized way to present the information present in the device.

It should also be noted that not all the parameters of a standardized MO have to be mandatory. Some information may be relevant for a substantial number of actors, and irrelevant for others, in this case, elements can be considered as optional, allowing both groups to use the MO without incrementing the burden?

It should also be noted, that in order decrease interoperability problems, it is better to make sure all the relevant parameters are in the lowest versions of the MO (if there is more than one of this), even if they are optional, since incrementing the number of parameters in a later version could break backward compatibility.

When creating a MO there are some fields that are recommended.

· Parameters to be used by an application on the device, but that may be changed by the Management Authority.

· Date or Version of the data

· Information of when the data was last set (this will allow the management authority and the device to know which ones are the most updated parameters).

· Connectivity parameters.

· Connectivity parameters should reuse, if possible, other already existing Connectivity MOs that may be on the device. This means that in order to allow more than one application the use of the same connectivity parameters (for example in case of using the same server), the MO should point, as an example, to existing instances of [ConnMO].

· If the application has parameters for connectivity that are above the bearer level, the creators of the MO should analyse if this connectivity parameters will be used only for this application or for more applications. In case the connectivity can be used for more than one application, the creator should create a separate Connection MO and reference that one in this MO and in the others. In case the connection parameters are only for this specific application, then the authors should include the connection parameters in this MO.
· QoS Parameters

· These parameters are typically bearer specific. The MO should reference already existing bearer specific QoS parameters that are specified by Connectivity MO [ConnMO]. If insufficient, the additional information specific QoS parameters may have to be specified as well.

· Application information.

· Information of the application that may later be interesting for trouble shooting (by diagnosis and monitoring, customer care, etc).

· Information of the Application that may be interesting to be accessed remotely (by customer care).

· Proprietary Extensions:

· All MO should have a sub-node allowing a vendor to include any proprietary sub-nodes in order to include any vendor specific information. The name of this node is typically “Ext”.
7.1.1 Content Guidance Examples

Connectivity Guidance Example:

For example, e-mail requires two server addresses, one for the mailbox server and one for the SMTP server. But these two servers may both be reachable over the same bearer (using the same APN, for example):
