6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.4 SCR Tables, Status and Occurrence Guidance
A very important aspect of the creation of an MO is the need to specify the relation and need between all the different subnodes. This means that some of this nodes may be mandatory, some optional, and in some cases, the existence or need of some nodes may depend on the existence or value or the others.

SCR Tables, Occurrence and Status are used for this purpose.
When creating a MO, the creators need to decide on the value of the status and occurrence of each node. For that purpose, this section describes the definitions and some examples on how status and occurrence work:

· Status:

· Definition: 

· If the value is “Required” even though the node may not be present at that time, the server can expect the client to be able to support it. 

· The status definition in the node definitions indicates if the client MUST support for that node or not. If the status is “OPTIONAL” then the client manufacture SHOULD specify which optional nodes that are supported in the device DDF file. If the status is “REQUIRED” then the client MUST support that node in the case the client support the parent node. 

· When creating the status of an MO, the child may be required, while the parent node may be optional. This would mean that all those elements would  be optional, but in case the parent node is present, then those child nodes would be required.

· Possible Values: The value of this parameter can be "Required" or “Optional”. 

· Occurrence:

· Definition: Whether or not a node actually exists is controlled by occurrence.

· Possible Values:

· ZeroOrOne

· ZeroOrMore

· ZeroOrN

· One

· OneOrN

· OneOrMore

SCR Tables are usually used to represent relation between nodes. In general this tables allows the MO creators to show the linkage between the different elements.  In general a SCR table includes the following contents:
· Item: This reference indicates the Label-Number of the requirement.
· Function: This is the human readable requirement that implies the implication on the node.
· Reference: This includes the reference in the specifications and/or MO document where the information can be found.
· Status: Indicates the need of the node.
· Requirement: In case the cumpliment of this requiremet implies the need of others, the relation is explaines here.
