2 Proposal

The CP 1.1 specifications are in Candidate status and publicly available from the OMA website, and will continue to be available indefinitely. The CP 1.1 Candidate Enabler Release can be downloaded via the following link:

DM notes that during our meeting in December 2007, the group agreed to recommend TP to move CP 1.1 to Historic status. The intent of Historic is that no further work or testing would be done on the enabler. This is pending for TP approval either in next round of TP R&A and possibly e-vote.
If CP is made Historic, the specifications will be frozen and IOP testing will stop. The specifications will remain available on the public website. 
In order to approve CP 1.1 the normal OMA IOP process needs to be completed. The DM WG notes that in the current testing, CP has had 3 tests since October 2004, but none of these have included the testing of optional smartcard capabilities. For more details on CP IOP testing and status, please contact OMA IOP-MEC.
The DM WG also notes that according to OMA process, Candidate releases are not considered finalized and are  subject to change.
