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1 Reason for Contribution

Last year, a proposal was presented by Nokia and Microsoft to the DM working group to pursue standardization of mobile terminal connectivity settings as a DM management object. It was agreed that this would be desirable and the presenters were tasked with preparing a management object proposal.

In the intervening months, OMA DM Working Group has adopted the OMA approved process of establishing a WID for each new set of work the group undertakes. WID #123 was recently approved to develop a set of connectivity management objects and has been assigned to the DM WG.

This contribution is a proposal for a set of standardized management objects for mobile terminal connectivity settings. The authors wish to establish these previously reviewed drafts as the baseline specifications for further development within the DM Working Group.

2 Summary of Contribution

Included with this contribution are five (5) draft specifications. The primary specification, OMA-TS_DM-ConnMO-V1_0-20051007-D.doc, contains the generic definitions required for all NAP and Proxy types. The remaining specifications define the bearer-specific and proxy type-specific parameters to be combined with the generic definitions to form complete management objects.

3 Detailed Proposal

The complete technical proposal is contained in these new draft specifications being submitted for standardization and release by OMA.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

Agree these specifications as baseline permanent documents to serve as the basis for a Connectivity Management Object enabler release.
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
