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1 Reason for Change

This CR is to change the Status and Occurrence of Bearer Type and Bearer node in ConnMO.

Because NAP Object should describe which bearer is used to reach this network access point, the BearerType should exist in NAP Object, even if Bearer node does not exist in NAP Object (When the Bearer node is omitted, the default parameters are used).

Therefore, the Status of the BearerType in NAP Object should be changed into “Required” and that of Bearer should be changed into “Optional”. The Occurrence of the BearerType in NAP Object should be changed into “One” and that of Bearer should be changed into “ZeroOrOne”.

If a BearerType value is not understood, the NAP object MUST be ignored.
