5.1 Introduction


A general introduction of the connectivity management object is given in the connectivity management object document [CONNMO] as well as the needed compliance rules. This document specifies the 3GPP Circuit-Switched bearer specific subtree that is placed under the general Network Access Point management object in order to enable the 3GPP Circuit-Switched bearer specific parameter manipulation.
Management Object Identifier for the 3GPPCS MO MUST be: “urn:oma:mo:oma-connmo-3gppcs:1.0”.

5.2 Definitions for NAP MO
The 3GPPCS subtree specified in this document MUST be placed under the BearerParams node in [CONNMO].
BearerType 
The BearerType node value specified in [CONNMO] MUST be “3GPPCS”.

AddrType
The AddrType in the NAP MO specified in [ConnMO], if it exists, MUST have the value ‘E164’.  The Addr value in the NAP MO specified in [ConnMO ] MUST be a phone number formatted according to the E164 scheme [GENFORM].
AuthType

The AuthType value in the NAP MO specified in [ConnMO] MUST be from the table below:
