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1 Reason for Contribution

The recently agreed baseline technical specification for the ConnMO HTTP Proxy defines single node value in the ProxyParams sub-tree. That node must have a specified node name and contain the OMNA-assigned Management Object ID, as its DFType value, to identify the type of proxy as HTTP.
2 Summary of Contribution

The attached file is a DDF template which defines the elements of the HTTP Proxy MO that vendors must include in their own implementation DDF files. The file serves, as the other DDF support files in this enabler do, as a guide for client vendors in drafting their own DDF files.
