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1 Reason for Change

The current DCMO RD document require that DCMO enabler can inform of DCMO operations and this DCMO operations is defined as “Operations (e.g. enable, disable) which may be invoked on a Device Capability MO”. But user can be informed of only what operations are performed in the Client. User may want more detail information about DCMO operations, for example, User may want to know how or where to return back, why or how long to keep-disable, and so on. 
This CR contributes two changes to support the above.

1. Editorial bug fix and add new HLFR

A. Capitalizing- we define “DCMO Operations” but HLFR says “DCMO operations” several times.
B. Renumbering– there are two HLFR-6, one should be HLFR-7
C. Add new HLFR to inform “DCMO Operation Description”
