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1 Reason for Change

The approved DM 1.3 WID mentions that DM 1.3 will

· Improve existing functionalities such as:


· Enhancing specifications to allow bootstrap from a smartcard beyond the current size limitations of EF_bootstrap


· Allow working on the overall readability and interoperability improvements, in particular:


· Clearing any remaining ambiguity in the specifications.

Also, the Requirements Document mentions that it will “develop a set of enhanced or new functional requirements for the management of a Device”. 

The aim of this contribution is to address the above by providing a new functionality using smartcards.
During the Cancun meeting it was mentioned that this requirement needed some examples for clarification. In R01 a use case is included for clarification. The actual amount of data can vary considerably from one version of a Management Object to another (depending on the choices made by the Management Authority). It is also important to consider that data pertaining this configuration are part of the Management Authorities’ strategies and thus they are not to be diffused through OMA documents.

B.3 Over-the-air traffic reduction
B. 3.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

A Network Operator plans to deploy massively several hundreds of thousands of devices during a peak period of time in the year. These devices are promising for the business as they enable many new services; the only drawback is that those services need to be configured before the subscriber is able to use them. The Network Operator realizes that configuration over the air after bootstrap will require several hundreds of thousands of DM sessions just to set up the device properly so they decide to make use of their SIM cards to provide this configuration during bootstrap. Nevertheless, as the configuration involves not only the DM Server address, but also the connectivity configuration for all the bearers supported by the device, the settings for synchronization service, the browser settings (including a list of links from associated partners services), application layer certificates, and so on…. the data became so important that it was not possible to store it in the single repository dedicated for bootstrap in the SIM.

Fortunately, the new devices were able to read data from the SIM without a fixed size limitation, so the bootstrap operation foresee by the Network Operator was not compromised, and the end-users were able to start consuming the services offered after the first use of their new devices.
B.3.2 Market benefits

The Network Operator can rely on the smartcard bootstrap as an alternative to the handset configuration over-the-air, in cases where such configuration risks to create unnecessary radio resources usage.
The users can be able to consume services from the first usage of their devices.
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
