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1 Reason for Change

Functionality missing in DM that exists in CP is the ability for the bootstrap to indicate if the client is to automatically connect to the server. However, since the DM specifications currently mandate that a client should connect as soon as practical after bootstrap, a good compromise is to have the new node indicate that the should not connect to the newly provisioned server if that node exists and contains a value of True.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

DM 1.2 and earlier mandates automatic connection to the server.  This new functionality would allow servers to bootstrap the device without requiring the device to automatically connect.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

5.3.1 The DM Account management object

Change 2:  Add new section explaining AutoInitialSession
5. Node: <X>/NoAutoInitialSession/

If the NoAutoInitialSession leaf node is set to true, following completion of the DM Bootstrap operation, the DM Client MUST NOT attempt an untriggered connection to the DM Server. If set to false or omitted, the DM Client MUST conform to the normal bootstrap connection rule.

5.3.1.25 Node: <X>/Ext/

The Ext is an interior node for where the vendor specific information about device management application is being placed (vendor meaning application vendor, device vendor, OS vendor etc.). Usually the vendor extension is identified by vendor specific name under the ext node. The tree structure under the vendor identified is not defined and can therefore include a non-standard sub-tree.
