     Push Method

[SIPPush-TS] defines multiple Push methods. But in this specification, 

“SIP MESSAGE method (Pager-Mode)”  SHALL be used to deliver the Package #0 message. 

 7.3.3.     Push Receiver Address

 [SIPPush-TS] did not mandate to use GRUU (see [draft-ietf-sip-gruu]) which is used to identify the specific Push Receiver. But only one DM Client MUST receive a DM Notification message which is initiated by DM Server. The DM Client SHALL use the UUID  URN (see [RFC4122] for details) formed GRUU to receive DM Notification SIP-Push message. As instance, DM Client SHALL use the value of “sip.instance” media feature tag in SIP Contact header during registration procedure, which is defined in [SIPPUSH-TS]. Even the generation procedures of both UUID and derived GRUU,  is implementation dependent, it is recommended that all  implementations SHALL have a way to avoid the conflict on UUID between the devices which belongs to the same user. For example, [RFC4122] defines MAC address based generating procedure which can archive this requirement easily.  
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
