This CR is proposed based on the discussion in the conference call to give a more detailed explanation.

Currently the DM Client will choose an authentication type by itself when it tries to start a session with the DM Server. However the DM Server may want to use another authentication type due to security level change, then a challenge from the DM Server will be sent back. This will increase the round trips between DM Client and DM Server. So to avoid the challenge from the server to the client in such situation, the requirement is proposed to indicate the authentication type required by the DM Server in the notification message.
This feature will only affect the DM notification mechanism. DM 1.2 client can simply ignore this therefore the backward compatibility can be guaranteed. DM 1.3 client will be able to handle this with enhanced experience.
