6.2.13 DevDetail MO information
The following fields indicate whether the corresponding part(s) of DevDetail MO defined in [DMStdObj] need to be included in the message to the DM Server when the DM Client initiates the management session.

· <bearer>: indicates whether bearer information within DevDetail MO needs to be included.

· <URI>: indicates whether URI restriction information within DevDetail MO needs to be included.

· <DevTyp>: indicates whether the device type information within DevDetail MO needs to be included.

· <OEM>: indicates whether the original equipment manufactuer information within DevDetail MO needs to be included.

· <FwV>: indicates whether the  firmware version information within DevDetail MO needs to be included.

· <SwV>: indicates whether the software verson information within DevDetail MO needs to be included.

· <HwV>: indicates whether the hardware version information within DevDetail MO needs to be included.

· <LrgObj>:  indicates whether large object information within DevDetail MO needs to be included.
If the value of a filed is “0”, it means the corresponding DevDetail information is not required; if the value of a field is “1”, it means the corresponding DevDetail information is required and the DM Client SHOULD send the required data to the DM Server when it initiates the management session.
6.2.14 Vendor Specific Information 

The optional <vendor specific> field is used to specify vendor specific information. This field follows the <LrgObj > field and the remainder of the Trigger Message size can be packed with vendor specific information
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
